Labeling of HBV Food Products:

* Must include the following:


* The name and address of the producer of the food product.


* The common or usual name of the food product.


* The ingredients of the food product, in descending order by predominance by weight.

* The net weight and volume of the food product by standard measure or numerical count.

* The date on which the food product was processed.

* The following statement in at least 10pt type: This product is home produced and processed and the production area has not been inspected by the State Department of Health.

Use of a Canopy to cover Produce:
* It is not required by the State of Indiana that you have a canopy covering your produce or food.  We do however recommend the use of a canopy or Ez-Up due to weather and lack of shade.

* If you do use a canopy it may not be larger than your allotted space.

Sampling of Foods:

* Samples may be given to customers if you follow the following rules:


* Supply a hand washing area.  This means you must have:


1.) An Igloo with hot water.



2.) Soap



3.) Paper Towels



4.) A tub to catch the dirty water



5.) A means to cover the samples when they are not in use.



6.) Wax Paper, Tooth Picks, or Tongs to serve samples
Eggs:

* Eggs may be sold at Milan Center Market; however, you must have a daily sales permit from the Board of Health. A $45.00 permit is required per market you attend.  This permit must be purchased from the Board of Health prior to selling eggs at the market.  Please remember eggs must be kept in safe and proper cooling conditions.
