Milan Center Market Rules and Regulations
2010 Season
General Operations:

1.  The market will be located at 15402 Doty Road, by the school house.  The market will operate every Friday, 2pm-7pm and will run from May 21st to October 22nd.

2.  Vendors may arrive as early as 1pm to begin setup and must stay through closing of the market unless early departure is approved by the Market Manager.

3.  No selling is permitted before the official opening time of the market.

Who May Sell at the Market:

1. The use of the market is restricted to those who are bona-fide growers, craft persons, producers of homemade products, or other vendors approved by the Market Manager.  


Bona-fide:
* As in growers: the seller is the producer of the products being offered for sale, from lands he owns or rents, with control over the production, harvesting, and marketing of the products, and a financial interest in the products.

* As in crafts people: all crafts offered for sale are original in nature and produced in whole by the seller.  No crafts shall be permitted that are derived from kits.

* As in homemade products: all products are produced, baked, or manufactured by the seller and are original in nature.  No baked goods from mixes will be permitted.
Guidelines for Selling: 

1.  Produce must be home grown within a 50 mile radius of Milan Center, or with management approval.

2.  Food/Product Categories that may be sold at Milan Center Market:


* Whole fruits and vegetables


* Mixed Greens (lettuce)


* Fruit Based Jams and Jellies


* Syrups: Honey, Molasses, Sorghum, and Maple Syrup


* Eggs (permit from Health Department required)

* Baked Goods 

* Candies and Confections  

* Tree Nuts and Legumes

* Plants
* Crafts

3.  All HBV (Home based Vendor) foods that are formulated and produced must be properly labeled. (See attached)
4.  All stall spaces must be kept clean and any refuse removed at the end of each market day.

5.  All vendors must have a sign clearly showing their name and location.
6.  Each vendor will be responsible for all equipment and supplies for the setup of a booth.    Displays should be constructed in such a way that they do not block customer walkways nor pose any other hazard to customers.

7.  Vendors may provide samples; however, there are guidelines to be followed. (See attached) 
8.  All produce displayed for sale must be at least 12 inches off the ground with the exception of heavy or large items such as pumpkins.

9.  Sellers must post prices.

10.  No Smoking, alcoholic beverages, or firearms are permitted at the market.

11.  No hawking, proselytizing, or amplified music is permitted at the market.

12.  All products offered for sale must be of good quality and condition.  The Market Manager reserves the right to direct any inferior goods be removed from display.
13.  Each vendor in the market must be directly involved with or knowledgeable about the production of the produce or products being sold at the market.

14.  Stalls will be assigned by the Market Manager on a first-come first-serve bases.  Full season vendors will have a permanent stall assignment. 
15.  Stall fees are due to the Market Manager prior to setting up for the day.

16.  Sellers must be a minimum of 14 years of age and must be able to independently manage the set-up and business transactions of their booth.

17.  Pets: 


* Must be leashed at all times.


* Cannot be tied to a vendor table or canopy pole. 


* Must be socialized and friendly.


* Management reserves the right to request removal of any pet.


* Waste must be cleaned up immediately.

18.  All complaints must be addressed in writing to the Market Manager.

19.  The Market Manager reserves the right to inspect any farm/production location.

20.  The submission of application for admission to the market serves as the vendor’s agreement to abide by the rules of the market.

Liability Insurance and Hold Harmless Provision-  Please read and sign the Hold Harmless Clause included here as part of the Vendor Agreement.

Each vendor participating in the Milan Center Farmer’s Market shall be responsible for any loss, personal injury, deaths and/or other damage that may occur as a result of the vendor’s negligence or that of its servants, agents and employees, and hereby agrees to exonerate, save harmless, protect and indemnify Milan Center Feed & Grain, Inc. and the Milan Center Farmer’s Market, its successors and assigns, from and against any and all losses, damages, claims, suits or actions, judgments and costs, and attorneys fees which may arise or grow out of any injury or death of persons or damage to property in any manner connected with the vendor’s products, operations or vending at the Market.
